A CapEx Committee meeting was held in April. Several
revisions and updates were made to budget list.

The Montgomery Bird Club (*“MBC") observed and counted
birds on the Conservation Farm during its annual spring walk
at the chapter on May 7. The walk was led by Jim Nelson, long
time bird enthusiast and member of the MBC, and escorted by
Larry Anderson, our wildlife chief. The group covered about
two miles of our farm and observed 60 positively identified
avian species, including Red-headed Woodpeckers, Orchard
Orioles, Indigo Buntings and Grasshopper Sparrows.

It is always our pleasure and privilege to welcome the MBC
each spring, and contribute to the body of knowledge about
bird species and their numbers.

Preliminary Breeding Data at the Chapter

The following preliminary breeding results are posted on
our account with the Cornell Lab of Ornithology. The figures
cover Purple Martins, Eastern Bluebirds, and Tree Swallows.
Breeding results for each species will be available later in the
season. As of the end of May, the only species that fledged
young were the Eastern Bluebirds. Many of those nesting
pairs have commenced a second round of nesting attempts.
