The IWLA national office maintains a list of IWLA
O fficial P olicies. These are contained in a 119  page
document that is available online. These policies
originate as resolutions that are voted on at the annual
conventions of the IWLA. If a resolution is approved, it
becomes an official policy. However, it is not uncommon
for a resolution to be rejected.

There are two resolutions that will be presented to
the IWLA annual convention being held this year in July.
They are given below. Every chapter member has the
option of ex pressing his or her opinion concerning these
two resolutions at the chapter dinner meeting in June.
In fact, any member can introduce a motion to direct the
chapter delegates to the N ational Convention to vote
for or against any of these resolutions. The IWLA is your
organiz ation, and it’ s up to you to have a voice in
making its official policies.

THE RESOLUTIONS

P hasi ng  out of  G asol i ne O p erated G arden
E q ui p m ent

• Calls for the phasing out of the manufacture and
sale of all GLGE (gasoline-powered lawn and
garden eq uipment) ex cept chainsaws

• Recommends the EP A strengthen emission stan-
dards on all GLGE (gasoline-powered lawn and
garden eq uipment) small engines and align with
standards comparable to emission limits estab-
lished for all internal combustion automobiles sold
in America.

D redg i ng

• Calls for the regulation of dredging effluents q ual-
ity and “ Beneficial U se”  of dredge spoils, includ-
ing:

1. open waters disposals shall be formulated to
address the resuspension and dispersal of con-
tained pollutants within the dredge material,

2. water effluent and dredge spoils shall be tested
according to local, state, and federal regula-
tions to assure all lands and waterways are pro-
tected from degradation,

3. the establishment of a baseline of the current
state of pollutants on adjacent land or water-
ways,

4. req uirement that any and all claims of “ benefi-
cial uses”  of dredged spoil shall be supported by
peer reviewed studies that clearly document
such claims of social or environmental benefits
from the proposed disposal practice are real,
sustainable and significant;  unsupported claims
of such benefits shall not justify issuance of
permits, variances or ex ceptions to applicable
water q uality standards,

5. containment areas utiliz ed for dredge spoils
runoff shall be monitored and regulated as
point source.

A rti cl e V I I I  –  I ni ti ati on F ees, D ues, C harg es
Section 3.b. M embers who are not ex empt and who do not
complete the req uired minimum of six  hours of volunteer
chapter work must pay an additional yearly fee of $ 50.00
$ 7 5.00 to maintain their chapter membership. This fee will be
added to the membership dues renewal notice and will
become applicable for the following membership year.
M embers who do not complete their req uired volunteer work
time or do not pay the additional yearly fee will be dropped
from the Chapter membership roll. (Adopted September
2006 ;  Amended on 17  July 2024).

A rti cl e I X  –  G i f ts, D onati ons, or C ontri buti ons
Section 3. Establishment of a Capital F und (Adopted 15 M ay
2013, Amended on 17  July 2024).
(i) A Capital fund separately accounted for as the N ear-Term

Capital F und and Long-Term Capital F und shall be estab-
lished for the purchase, repair, and replacement of capi-
tal assets in the near-term and long-term. This These
funds shall be maintained as a segregated accrual
accounts and shall be used ex clusively for the purchase,
replacement, and repair of capital assets, such as eq uip-
ment;  tangible property used in the operations of the
Chapter including devices, machines, tools, and vehicles;
as well as buildings, roads, structures, and outdoor shoot-
ing ranges’  lead reclamation;  including costs associated
with but not limited to, appraisal fees and installation
fees as necessary. Each item or project funded by either
the N ear-Term and Long-Term Capital F unds will have a
minimum cost of $ 2,500 and be added to the balance
sheet and depreciated according to standard accounting
principles.

(ii) The moneys for the N ear-Term Capital F und will be
derived directly from and in the amount of ten percent
(10% ) of the Chapter’ s Annual Revenues collected.
M embership Revenue (renewal, new, and volunteer
hours). The moneys for the Long-Term Capital F und will
be derived from a $ 20.00 dues increase for the Individual
M embership Type together with pro-rata adjusted dues
increase of all other M embership Types, beginning in the
Chapter F iscal Y ear 2021-2022.  

(iii) The Capital F und shall be administered by the Advance
P lanning and F inance Committee (AP & F C). 
a. The accounts shall be reviewed monthly by the

Chapter P resident and the Advance P lanning and
F inance Committee. The Chapter Treasurer shall pub-
lish detailed and complete reports listing the assets
and present value of both the N ear-Term F und and
Long-Term F und at all scheduled meetings. 

b. A Capital F und U nfunded Req uirements List (U F RL)
will be established to prioritiz e capital ex penditures.
i. A P oint of Contact (P O C) will be identified to

receive all submissions for consideration under the
Capital F und U F RL. Submissions must be made in
writing by either a Committee Chairman or Board
M ember to the AP & F C justifying the proposed
ex penditure.

ii. The Capital F und U F RL will be presented by a rep-
resentative of the AP & F C to the Board of
Governors (BO G) for final prioritiz ation/ approval
at any board meeting or sooner based on urgency
of need. 

iii. The Capital F und U F RL will be reprioritiz ed as new
capital req uirements are approved by the BO G.

M aryland DN R has released their results of the 2023 survey
of testing deer for Chronic Wasting Disease (CWD). O f the
1,08 0 deer sampled, 52 tested positive for CWD, 49  of those
were found in the CWD management area (western M D), 2
were found in M ontgomery County, and 1 was found in
Baltimore County. As a result of this survey, all of
M ontgomery and Baltimore Counties are now included in the
CWD management area. What this mainly means for deer
hunters at B-CC, we must follow the same carcass transporta-
tion and carcass disposal rules that are in place in western
M D. An updated list of approved deer processing sites and
carcass disposal sites has not yet been published. 

P roper carcass disposal is not yet well defined and is asso-
ciated with several issues that can continue spread of CWD.
Landfill operators are becoming more reluctant to accept
carcasses;  in M ontgomery County it is illegal to put carcasses
in the trash. Leaving carcasses in the woods may lead to con-
tinued spread of CWD and is not the best option. A unified
policy of best practices is not in place, but is be studied and
more information on the difficulties can be found at:

O n a brighter note, M D DN R (and DN Rs from other CWD
states) are still saying that with proper precautions, i.e.
trimming nervous tissue, venison from positive deer is still
safe to consume and that hunters can still enjoy deer hunting
outings. Recent research from N IH is suggesting that inter-
species transmission is very difficult, at least in studies in test
